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WHERE DO YOU GET YOUR MUSIC FROM?

| have ronted about where people buy their music from in depth in the post and alse, this rant is probably aimed at
completely the wrong people, as to be fair if you con be arsed to read o cheaply printed black and white fanzine,
you are probably very supportive of your local underground scene, whatever your taste in music, but recently |
have really noticed how small independent record stores, labels and distros have been hit by download culture and
it is a real shame. Obviously with starting this label, | have become even more oware of the problems faced by the
smaller distributors of music.

In Manchester, we are more awaore of the problem than in most places as Roadkill Records came very close to
closing down a few months ago. However, as TMS has built as o label and we have got cur releases stocked by
more and more independent stores and distros, | have noticed just how much people are beginning to struggle.,

| recently wisited Selecta-Ditk in MNottingham, which was once one of the most thriving record stores in the country, fo
find that half of it had shut down.

Maybe I'm just romantic about the idea of on independent record shop in o High Fidelity or an Empire Records
kinda way, but | really genuinely think that you con not ever replace going into o shop and buying the album you
howve waited months for and physically helding it in your hand, by downleading mp3s and printing out the cover, It
will never be the some.

But even if you don't share that view there are many other reasons why we should buy our music fram the “small
man'. If you are reading this fanzine | can only presume that you have an interest in your own loecal underground
miusic scene. In general, it's the people who run the small locol stores, distros ond lobels who are doing it for the
more genvine reasons, Le. to suppert the music we oll love and to help it to thrive ot grass roots level.

Speaking from the perspective of someone who has just started a label, | have 1o say, we are perhaps in o better
position than most independent stores. For starters, we are not Irying to moke a living from this, whereas running o
record store involves being open for long hours, paying rent, ete, ete. Also, the CDs we have released are not
widely availoble for download and the people who are into these bands are the sort of people who go to lots of
glgs and often will buy CDs directly from the bonds themselves. Most people | know who run distros also do not do
this as @ full time thing and abviously their target audience is also mainly gl goers, wha tend to buy more CDs.

Whilst record stores do make some profit from small underground releases they also sit in an owlkward position in
the middle of the underground and the mainstream.

The sort of person who traditienally Bought their music from the independent store is never going to be the sort of
person who is waiting for some sort of mainstream big label release. | would imagine that most people who are inta
alternative music would already aveid buying new releases from HMY type shops.

It's the in-between sort of bands that independent shops have made their living from traditionally; specialist music,
that only a persen with a vested interest in a particular genre would be knowledgeable about, but music which isn't
5o obscure that it cannot be downlocded illegally.

It is this that | think i5 really hurfing record stores; the albums that people would traditionally have bought from their
local store, but that they now download illegally.

Mow | know |'m getting on my high horse and that there are other reasons why people can not always buy their
CDs, such as the recession or the increased cost of living of late meoning that people hove had o cut down on their
luxury items. On the other hand however, | also feel thot it is important that people really try to support their
underground scene, or it will just go under and that would be a real shamel

I'm certainly not telling people what to do with their money, but next time you are listening to a new album on your
i-pad, which you have downloaded for free, spore o thought for your lecal music store and how much the tenner
vou could have spent on that CD could hove helped them out and also how much nicer It would be to have an actual
CD or vinyl with the proper artwork on your shelf at home.

The internat can be a great tocl for promoting vp and coming bonds and moking people oware of some greot
music, but it alse promotes laziness ond downloading all your music for free is killing your local scene slowly but
surely, 5o fry to help out the people who do really need your help when you are ocquiring musicl It will help the
lacal scene to progress and it will be o very, very sad state of affairs if in 5 years time you can't walk into your
lacal record shop and pick up the new album by your favourite band.
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
